5. Unlawful combinations and conspiracies, except conspiracies or
combinations to commit any offence which the Court has jurisdiction to try
either with or without consent when committed by one person.

6. Any offence against the Perjury Act, 1911, or any offence which
under any enactment for the time being in force is declared to be perjury or
to be punishable as perjury or as subornation” of perjury if the offence is
punishable with more than two years imprisonment.
